	Description
	Detailed description of the use case. Why is it particularly relevant for DDI 3.0?

The Census and Survey Processing System or CSPro is a public-domain software package in use by statistical agencies in more than 100 countries for entering, editing, tabulating and mapping census and survey data. 

CSPro was designed and implemented through a joint effort among the developers of IMPS and ISSA: the United States Census Bureau, Macro International, and Serpro, S.A. Funding for the development is provided by the Office of Population of the United States Agency for International Development. 
Collaborative efforts between the International Household Survey Network and the U.S. Census International Program Center have recently been initiated to integrate new functionalities in CSPro in order to export DDI-based metadata. A prototype has been built to convert the CSPro data dictionary into DDI. The utility is currently only available as a stand-alone product. It produces DDI 2.0 metadata and partial 3.0. The next step will be to integrate the function in the CSPro export utility and finalize the support for 3.0.
